                   Old Palm 
 

       Next Sunday is the last Sunday before Lent.  Ash 

Wednesday is on February 17.  Baskets are now available 

in church for your old palm branches.  Bring these to 
church so we can burn them and use the ashes on Ash 

Wednesday.  If you have any old palms from former 

years, bring that too.  Palm Sunday is March 28.  Fresh 

palm branches will be blessed and distributed. 

 

                   Confession 

 

       With Lent approaching, it might be good for us to think about confession.  

Right now we are working on the Communal Penance Service for all the parishes.  

We are going to have ours at St. Josephôs on Monday evening of Holy Week.  It is 

a time we have been using for several years, and it seems good for many people.  

Remember, if the penance service at another parish is more convenient for you, use 
that time. 

 

       This is the ideal: if everyone in our parish would go to confession once during 

Lent, that would be the proper use of the Sacrament.  Ordinarily, it is not necessary 

to go to confession every week or every other week.  Nor is it good to let several 

years pass without receiving the Sacrament.  Once or twice a year ought to be the 

minimum, and more often when needed. 

 

       Here is a little theology on the Sacrament of Penance: 

 

Confession is for confessing sins.  Itôs not for talking about problems.  Thatôs  
counseling.  And you have to actually tell sins in order to make a confession.  This 

means your own sins, not the sins of your spouse or your kids or your neighbors. 

 

Someone who thinks he has no sins needs to make a serious examination of                  

conscience.  There are examinations of conscience in the leaflet racks that are very 

helpful.  It is often a good idea to use one of these because we often find that we 

have been doing something that is sinful without thinking about it.  When kids in 

grade school and students in high school are given a list to help them, they make 

much more serious and complete confessions. 

 

Missing Mass on Sunday when you are ill or the weather is bad is no sin.  You 

donôt have to go to confession and report in like a kid who missed a day of school.  
Once again: the Sacrament is for sins. 

 

You certainly may ask serious questions about moral matters in confession, or ask 

advice about how to improve your life. 

 

The Sacrament of Penance not only forgives past sins, it gives us grace to avoid 

sin in the future, and it gives us grace to be truly sorry for sin.  It purifies our 

hearts and makes us more aware of Godôs presence in our lives.
