WHAT TO DO ABOUT “SIN” 

 

     The Gospel for this second Sunday of Advent gives us the essence of John the 

Baptist and his message.  John the Baptist wanted real reform because of real guilt 

about real sin.  Many of the people around him, especially the religious leaders 

were merely “acting” like they were going to reform.  Merely acting like we are 

going to reform does not do anything about the sin in our lives. 

     One of the criticisms that preachers hear a lot from people who are sincere about 

doing something for our world, is that we do not hear enough about sin anymore.  

They say that if we preached about sin more, we could get people to change.  I’m 

not so sure about that, but it may be a true statement—maybe we do not talk about 

“sin” enough as we preach the Word of God. 

     Perhaps the reason why we don’t consider “sin” is the way we think.  We do not 

think in terms of the possibility of sin in our lives.  Often we justify ourselves, ra-

tionalizing our evil ways; sometimes we blame others, actually phrasing the words 

or thought: “it’s not my fault!”  Sometimes, we translate “sin” into other words that 

are softer so that we don’t feel the sin involved in our lives.  Sometimes, we con-

sider “sin” only in someone else and not us, and often it is true.  There is a lot of 

evil in the world that is not our fault, but what we tend to do when we point to 

someone else’s sin is forget our own. 

     What can we do about our sinful thinking?  John the Baptist in the Gospel said 

simply: “Repent.”  And the way to repent is to get into our thinking process, and 

learn to accept personal responsibility for everything we do.  If we begin accepting 

personal responsibility for everything we say, think and do, and become aware of it, 

our thought processes gradually will lead us to see the possibility of evil-doing 

which we may be involved in.  It is at that time that we will want to do something 

about it. 

     The Catechism (numbers 1847-1863 and 1987-2002) has some things to say 

about sin, and I invite you to read those thoughts.  I include some of them here: 

     ~ The Catechism presents “sin” only with the idea of God’s mercy, treating 

the negative idea of “sin” only with the positive idea of God showing mercy to us.  

There is no sin greater than God’s mercy; God will always forgive. 

     ~ Quoting Pope John Paul II, the Catechism says that we have to convince 

ourselves that we sin.  This is that problem of “thinking” that we spoke of above. 

     ~ Sin is an offense against human reason and against God.  Desiring to make 

ourselves “like gods,” referring to the story of the first sin in Genesis, we see that 

“selfishness” is what we must attack in our lives.  It is perhaps one of the greatest 

sins because it has an enormous effect on our thinking. 

     ~ The root of sin is the “heart of man”, that is “free will,” but the way to 

overcome sin is the “heart of man” also, reminding us that within the heart of 

man is love.  We are not forever rotten; there is good in all of us. 

     ~ The Catechism defines mortal and venial sin, defining sin to be mortal only 

with three conditions—grave matter, full knowledge and full will. 

     ~ But all of us, the Catechism says, commit “light” sins, venial sins, and we 

must take them seriously.  One of the best ways to do that is through the use of the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation 

     ~ We must all work on conversion which brings justification.  I call it accept-

ing the personal responsibility that we have done something wrong.  The way to 

accomplish that is through grace.  The Catechism defines “grace” as “the free and 

undeserved help that God gives us to respond to the call to become children of 

God.” 

     ~ But grace simply will not work unless we respond.  The only way we can 

have eternal life is for us to respond to the grace that God ALWAYS gives. 

     If we want to get rid of sin in our lives, we should study everything we do, ac-

cept personal responsibility for it, and begin to do something about it.  I quoted on 

the radio the other day an interesting sign that I saw on a billboard outside a Laun-

dromat in downtown Denver: “If you want to make the world smell a little better, 

you’ve got to do your own laundry first.”

As 2011 draws to a close, the SOH Committee met November 15, 

2011 to reevaluate St. Joseph Parish’s response to Stewards of 

Hope: A Pastoral Plan for the Diocese of Salina.

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Question: How were the prophets able to 

predict the coming of Jesus, the Messiah? 

 

Answer: The first reading for the Sundays 

of Advent is taken from Old Testament 

prophetic literature (with the exception of 

the reading from Samuel on the Fourth 

Sunday of Advent in Cycle B). These pas-

sages, along with most other prophetic 

literature, weren't intended as predictors of 

Jesus' birth, life, and mission. 

     It is unfortunate that prophecy is com-

monly understood as predicting the future. 

A more accurate way to understand pro-

phetic literature is to see it as addressing 

social, political, and religious issues of the 

day. By taking on the mind and heart of 

God, prophets call people to more faithful 

covenant living. Modern-day prophets 

such as Gandhi, Martin Luther King, or 

Dorothy Day do the same. 

     So there are no predictions of Jesus in 

the Jewish Scriptures; rather, what we have 

is the reinterpretation of prophetic texts by 

followers of Jesus who understood these 

texts in a new light as a result of their Jesus 

experience and belief. The original texts, 

written at a specific time to address spe-

cific issues, were later reinterpreted and 

understood to contain other meanings. 

      The process continues to our own day 

as we strive to apply the Scriptures to our 

twenty-first-century faith reality. This is 

what makes the Bible a living text through 

which God continues to speak. Let us lis-

ten with open minds and hearts.

Readings of the Week of Dec 4, 2011 

     We have entered the second week of Advent, 

and we spend our time patiently waiting in an-

ticipation of the celebration of Christmas. But, 

as today’s readings remind us, we are to ac-

tively wait by preparing our hearts and minds 

through prayer and repentance, and by pro-

claiming the Good News that God became man 

for our sake so that He could suffer and die and 

then come again to bring us into heavenly glory  

It is a beautiful message we proclaim.

John spoke, the Messiah whom the Jews long 

awaited.

So, as we wait to celebrate Christmas, as stew-

ards we are called to preach the Good News – 

to use our time our talents and our treasure to 

proclaim Him boldly through the way we live 

our lives.
