St. Joseph Council Meetings

As usual, I would like to give you my take on the council meetings of the past couple of
weeks.

Clarence Legleiter resigned from the pastoral council, Lucy Baier has taken over as chair-
person and Joyce Dinges is now the vice-chair person.

At the Finance Council meeting on Feb 8, we reviewed the usual finance statements. |
have placed in the bulletin the reports of the offertory/envelope giving history for your infor-
mation. We discussed very briefly the continued need to take care of the boilers. We noted
that most of the parishioners are up to date on their tithing, but there are a few who have
given us a pledge but have not fulfilled it yet. We discussed for a long time the status of the
middle school building which we hope in the near future will become the Catholic Middle
School. As you know, we have a Bishop now. One of the first things the pastoral leaders of
Hays will do is to request that our building become a middle school which will consist of
grades 5-8 for the school year 2013-14. For this next school year, 2012-13, the 7 & 8 grades
will have classes at the TMP facility. I noted to the council the report that Jeff Brull made to
the public that we are doing very well with money for the middle school and that we have a
pre-enrollment right now of 110 students.

The Catholic Schools in general are doing very well

2012.

The Parish Activities Commission reminded us that there will be the annual Palm Sunday
breakfast after the Palm Sunday 10:00 Mass on Sunday, April 1.

I noticed that the vocation commission had my vocation commercial aired on a number of
Eagle Communication Inc. radio stations. I thank both the vocations commission and Eagle
Radio for airing it.

I have already mentioned the situation of the Catholic Jr. High. I pointed out to the
Council that if we do not use that building in which Kennedy now resides, we will have a
very big expense on our hands. That is one of the reasons why I want a middle school to be
in that building.

Our business manager Tony Dreiling and I have worked out a rental agreement for the
Kennedy building. We asked the Council to take it with them and to approve it at our next
meeting.

Tony and I have also been working with the city on possible safety improvements outside
of the church building. You have probably noticed how much brighter it is in the evening
and the Council asked that parishioners thank the people of Midwest Energy for taking it
upon themselves to brighten up that area.

Our parish mission has been cancelled because the retreat master had to cancel. We plan
to have a mission a little bit later in the year.

I am working on the nominations for Pastoral Council for the voting on April 22. If any-
one would like to volunteer, I am open to receive your nomination.

What do the Gospels address when they
speak of the temptations of Jesus?
The Gospel for the First Sunday of Lent always
speaks of the temptations of Jesus. Mark, the
first Gospel written, was the primary source for
Luke and Matthew, who edited it to fit their

communities’ context and needs.

Mark’s temptation account (1:12-13) is very
brief. Matthew (4:1-11) and Luke (4:1-13)
both expand the temptation account, each
listing three similar temptations, but with a

different arrangement. They used a different
source for their accounts other than Mark.
The clue to each Gospel writer’s theology is
usually found in the editing.

Luke’s temptation account, like Matthew,

is threefold. Yet unlike Matthew, Luke’s
third temptation focuses on the Temple in
Jerusalem, a place of great significance for
Luke. In his Gospel, Jerusalem is the place
where Jesus will fulfill his role and mission,
while in Acts, Luke’s other masterpiece, it
is the center of Gospel evangelization to the
whole world.

Forty days in the desert recall the forty years
of Jewish wandering, where they murmured
against God, failing to trust in God’s
providence. Jesus enters the desert, guided by
the Spirit, to model how we are to respond to
the temptations that surround us. Jesus places
total trust in God. No matter what happens
God can be relied upon. Do we believe that as
we go through our daily lives?

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LENT — ATTACKING THE WRONG

Something is Terribly Wrong

Most of us adults remember when President John Kennedy
was killed in November of 1963. Like so many other tragedies, it
is engraved forever in our memories. During the tragedy, one of
the radio broadcasters who was in the motorcade said some words
that really struck me as I was listening on the radio that day. As
he was describing it, suddenly the whole motorcade that was go-
ing through Dallas began going toward one of the hospitals there.
The announcer did not understand what was going on, but his
words described the situation very well. Referring to the fact that
suddenly the route had changed, he said, that “something is wrong
here, something is terribly wrong.”

[ always look at that statement from a much more general
point of view, and I think it is true in a general way, true for the
world in 1963, true for the year 2012 as well, maybe even more
so. Something is terribly wrong in our world.

That Which is Terribly Wrong: Selfishness

Further, I think that that which is terribly wrong can be de-
scribed by one word: selfishness. Jesus addresses selfishness
continually in the Gospels, especially during the Gospels that the
Church has given us for Lenten reflection. Studying the Gospels
of this Lent of 2012, for example, Jesus tells us in particular to:

(First Sunday of Lent) — repent and believe in the Gospel, be-
lieve in the good news which begins by recognizing how much
selfishness destroys situations;

(Second Sunday of Lent) — listen carefully to what Jesus tells
us and recognize how selfishness blocks what he is telling us to
do;

(Third Sunday of Lent) — recognize what our human nature
and selfishness is doing;

(Fourth Sunday of Lent) — understand how selfishness leads
only to darkness;

(Fifth Sunday of Lent) — see how our mental sight of what
Jesus teaches is blocked by our selfishness.

A Spiritual War

According to many spiritual commentators of our day, we are
involved in a spiritual war of sorts. At stake in this spiritual war
is our very foundation, namely who we are. There is an inten-
tional, powerful effort present in our world, to change the base of
that foundation, to rid it of Godly influence, and to replace that
base with a selfish, secular, and materialistic view of man.

The only way we can win the war is to return to an understand-
ing that we must change ourselves to be more Godly in our ap-
proach. We must see that we are too selfish; we have given to
ourselves too much. The crime, war, breakdown of families and
divorce, abortion, pornography, and so forth are nothing more
than symptoms of the selfishness that is rampant in our world.

Conclusion: We Must See

Somehow we must get it across to ourselves that selfishness is
a horrible evil, and has caused the people of our world untold
damage. The answer to that selfishness is the true living out of
what Jesus has told us. We must be people who eventually see
what Jesus is saying to us.

We now have one more time, one more Lent during which
Jesus tells us to attack our selfishness by giving to others, by
praying more, and by refraining from satisfying ourselves too
much. May we have the grace to listen to the Lord.

REVISED STATEMENT OF
PENANCE, FASTING, ABSTINENCE

By Divine Law, penance is required of everyone. The Bish-
ops of the United States remind us that, since we are not exempt
from sinfulness, we should not consider ourselves exempt from
penance. Pastors, teachers and parents of children should educate
those under their care to a true sense of penitence.

Traditional forms of penance are: abstinence from meat, fast-
ing from food, other practices of self-denial, acts of religion,
(increased prayer life, participation in daily Mass and other devo-
tions, spiritual and Scriptural reading), or other acts of charity
and Christian witness.

THE CHURCH’S TEACHING AND DISCIPLE
regarding penance:

1. ABSTINENCE means not eating meat. The obligation of
abstinence begins at the age of fourteen (14) years.

2. FASTING means eating only one full meal a day with the
other two meals being without meat and together not
equaling a full meal. The obligation of fasting begins at the
age of eighteen (18) years or with the eighteenth birthday,
and ends at the age of sixty (60) or with the sixtieth birthday.

3. BOTH ASH WEDNESDAY and GOOD FRIDAY are
days of both abstinence from meat and fasting, days of self-
denial and mortification.

4. OTHER FRIDAYS OF LENT are days of abstinence from
meat.

5. OTHER FRIDAYS OF THE YEAR outside Lent are to be
observed as days of penance, but each individual may
substitute, for the traditional abstinence from meat, some
other practice or self-denial.

6. ALL WEEKDAYS OF LENT should be considered days
of penance. A self-imposed observance of the traditional
practice of fasting (allowing meat at only the full meal) is
strongly recommended along with the other forms of pen-
ance mentioned above.

7. OTHER SPECIAL DAYS OF PENANCE can be assigned
by the Bishop. In our Diocese of Salina there are four: 1.
Second Friday in January for the needs of all people; 2. First
Friday in April, for the fruits of the earth; 3. First Friday for
world justice and peace; and 4. Friday before Thanksgiving
for human rights and equality. It is strongly recommended
that these four days be observed as days of fast and absti-
nence.
