How to Welcome Christ into Your Heart 

       

In the quest for Christian perfection, there is one means that is the most ef-

fective in achieving this goal.  This is the Eucharist whose special grace is 

union with Christ through love. 

      

Let us immediately say that the Blessed Sacrament does far more than 

merely symbolize this union of the soul with Christ.  It actually affects it.  

That is to say it brings it about in a literal way.  The Lord wasn’t playing 

with words when he promised, “He who eats My Flesh and drinks My Blood 

abides in me and I in him.” (John 6:57) 

      

This is an amazing and almost unbelievable reality – the Eucharist truly af-

fects a union with a physical union between our bodies and the Sacred Host.  

It is a union of our souls with the Divinity of Christ and thus with the God-

head itself. 

       

The special grace of this Eucharistic food is one that unites and gradually 

transforms us into Christ, that is, if we allow ourselves to cooperate with the 

graces given in the Eucharist.  Through the Eucharist, Christ is always trying 

to renew our hearts and our minds, but too often we resist that grace and thus 

remain blind and hardhearted.  The Sacraments are not magic.  They require 

our openness and effort.  An entire volume could be written on the effects of 

the Eucharist, but its uniting us to Christ and gradually transforming us into 

Christ is the one that summarizes all the others. 

      

Theologians tell us that the whole Sacramental system is ordered to the 

Eucharist as to its consummation and end.  This is another way of saying that 

all the Sacraments have as their ultimate purpose union with Christ in char-

ity.  Is this not the very goal of our Christian lives? 

      

The conclusion that flows from this truth is obvious.  The Blessed Sacrament 

should be at the very center of our lives, because it contains Christ and the 

whole power of His Passion.  We should also dispose ourselves as perfectly 

as possible for this wondrous gift. 

      

In the Eucharist, our Lord comes to each one of us in perfect self-surrender.  

As our Creator, He comes to re-create us.  As our Savior, He comes to save 

us.  As God’s love, He comes to put his power, mercy and love at our dis-

posal.  He desires to be one with us! 

      

Each of us should approach Him the same way – with perfect surrender.  Our 

faith should tell us what this Sacrament contains.  Our confidence in the 

power of this Sacrament should be absolutely unlimited.  Our humility 

should expose our spiritual need.  Our love should beg him to take over our 

lives. 

      

As we approach Communion, remember that we are about to receive far 

more that we have the power to give.  Just as one holy Mass can make per-

fect reparation for what sins have done to God, so also fervent Communion 

can repair the damage that our sins have done to ourselves.

Kids: Sharing the Gospel 

Readings of the Week of Jan. 29, 2012 

As Christ’s disciples, we are called to rec-

ognize all of our gifts as God-given – our 

time, our talents, and our treasure and to 

use them accordingly, putting them at the 

service of the Lord.  

Today’s readings remind us that it is the 

Lord whom we serve. In the gospel, when 

Jesus rebukes the unclean spirit, “Quiet! 

Come out of Him!” the gospel tells us, 

“The unclean spirit convulsed him and with 

a loud cry came out of him. All were 

amazed.”  

It is amazing. God has authority over the 

whole world, and He has seen fit to bless 

us with so many good gifts, to give us life 

and family and faith, time and talents and 

treasure. It is only fitting that we recog-

nize those gifts as God-given and give of 

them in gratitude to the One who has 

blessed us so.  

So, we live to love and serve Him in all we 

do. Whether we are a mother or father, 

brother or sister, married or single, doctor 

or lawyer, writer or singer, it is our duty as 

Christian stewards to live our lives to the 

praise and glory of God. All that we do 

ought to proclaim His goodness to those 

around us.  

In the first reading from Deuteronomy, the 

writer reminds us of this call. Speaking of 

prophets whose role it is to proclaim the 

Good News, he says, “But if a prophet 

presumes to speak in My name an oracle 

that I have not commanded him to speak, 

or speaks in the names of other gods, he 

shall die.”  

Indeed, it is God whom we serve. We are 

called to live not for our own sake, but for 

the sake of the Gospel, being sure that 

through all we say and do, we help others 

see God.

How does the church interpret the Bible? 

Is there just one way to understand its 

meaning? How can we be sure? 

 

There are many factors that need to be 

taken into account to understand the mean-

ing of the Bible. Language, culture, his-

tory, sociology, literary forms, the author's 

understanding of faith, the theological 

view of his day, and other such factors 

influence what and how an author wrote. 

Like any other literature, the Bible can be 

scrutinized and understood using modern 

scientific tools and methods. One result of 

this has been increased cooperation among 

Catholic, Protestant, and Jewish scholars 

and a movement towards a universal Eng-

lish translation. 

 

There are those who oversimplify the inter-

pretation of the Bible, treating it as though 

it had been written originally in English, 

and taking the view that it simply means 

what it says. This approach fails to con-

sider the human element and actually im-

poses a meaning on the text by not examin-

ing the intention and language of the au-

thor. A faithful interpretation requires a 

multifaceted approach. Pope John Paul II 

wrote, "One should not underestimate the 

danger inherent in seeking to derive the 

truth of Sacred Scripture from the use of 

one method alone, ignoring the need for a 

more comprehensive exegesis which en-

ables the exegete, together with the whole 

Church, to arrive at the full sense of the 

texts" (Fides et Ratio, #55). The best thing 

you can do is attend a Bible study or class 

and learn more about our most important 

source of faith.
