BEING THANKFUL 

     One of the things that always impresses me in a parish are the number of areas 

in which people volunteer without expecting anything in return.

     One of the times of the year in which this volunteer work is especially evident is 

during the Christmas season.  This year is no exception.  And so, let me formally 

thank some people for their contributions to our liturgies and their gifts to the 

Church.

     Also one of the problems with saying “thank you” and mentioning specific areas 

as I just did is that almost always, the person who is saying “thank you” - me - will 

forget someone who really should be singled out, but because of human nature - in 

this case, my human nature - we forget to mention them.

I 

am truly sorry about that because there are so many people who really should be 

thanked, but aren’t.

I am fully aware that your charitable giving reaches 

other situations during this season in particular, and I appreciate those of you who 

keep remembering your parish.

A note about the Epiphany Blessing card which will be handed out today: 

We suggest that this inscription should be placed over the doorway of your home: 

20 + C + M + B + 12 and pray the Our Father. 

 

     The letters have two meanings.  They are the initials of the traditional names of 

the Three Magi: Caspar, Melchior and Balthasar.  They also abbreviate the Latin 

words “Christus mansionem benedicat.”  “May Christ bless the house.”  The let-

ters recall the day on which the inscription is made, as well as the purpose of bless-

ing. 

     The crosses represent the protection of the Precious Blood of the Lord, whom we 

invoke, and the holiness of the Three Magi sanctified by their adoration of the In-

fant Jesus.  The inscription is made above the front door, so that all who enter and 

depart this year may enjoy God’s blessing.  The inscription is made of chalk, a 

product of clay, which recalls the human nature taken by the eternal Word of God.

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Question: What is a sacramental seal and 

where did it come from? 

 

Answer: Leaving more than just a memory, 

there are some events in our life that are truly 

transforming, making us different people. The 

same thing can be said of spiritual things, espe-

cially sacraments. A sacramental seal or charac-

ter is a theological concept to describe the life-

changing and permanent effect of three sacra-

ments on the person: baptism, confirmation, 

and holy orders. The Catechism of the Catholic 

Church teaches that these sacraments confer a 

seal "by which the Christian shares in Christ's 

priesthood and is made a member of the Church 

according to different states and functions. This 

configuration to Christ and the Church, brought 

about by the Spirit, is indelible" (#1121). 

 

Once we receive these sacraments, we are for-

ever changed. It's a spiritual "point of no return" 

whereby we take a step forward in our faith 

journey. We are marked as people of faith, as 

those who have received the Spirit and as those 

called to serve in ordained ministry. That is 

why these sacraments are received only once. 

The direction is set, the choice is made, and we 

are called by God to be his people. Nothing can 

change that, not even our own sinfulness. 
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Sharing the Gospel: God wants these gifts 

from you: love, forgiveness, and sharing. The 

wise men took Jesus gifts of gold, frankincense, 

and myrrh. You may not have these to give to 

God. You can give God gifts more valuable 

than gold, frankincense, and myrrh. Forgive 

someone. It is worth more than a piece of gold. 

Say NO to bad ways. This is worth more than 

frankincense. Share with others. This is worth 

more than myrrh.  

 

Prayer: Lord, help me do things worth more 

than gold for you.

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Readings of the Week of Jan. 8, 2012 

The theme of this Sunday’s Scripture readings 

is two-fold: God manifests Himself and man 

responds to that manifestation with gifts of 

gratitude and conversion of heart. 

The Magi, who were likely astrologists and 

magicians, made the long journey from some-

where far away to see the Savior, and when 

they saw him, they gave Him themselves. The 

gold, frankincense, and myrrh were likely 

“tricks of the trade” they surrendered to the 

Lord upon meeting Him. Then, the Gospel tells 

us, they departed from another way. 

Such language tells us not simply that the Magi 

traveled home on a different route, but on a 

deeper level, that their lives were changed that 

day. Their encounter with Christ made a huge 

impact on their lives, calling them to give of 

themselves and then to live the remainder of 

their lives accordingly. 

Their story is a great example to all of us. It 

speaks of some universal truths. 

As Christian stewards, we live for God. Every-

thing we do and say ought to proclaim the Gos-

pel and bring others closer to Christ so that one 

day, as the psalmist sings “Every nation on 

Earth will adore” Him. 

God has given each one of us many good gifts. 

As stewards, let us use the gifts He has given us 

– our time, our talent, and our treasure – at 

home, at church, at work, and wherever else we 

find ourselves, to glorify Him and, in so doing, 

call others to encounter Christ and live for Him. 

“I think that if there is one truth that peo-

ple need to learn, in the world, especially 

today, it is this: we have become marvel-

ous at self-delusion because we have gone 

to such trouble to convince ourselves of 

our own absolute infallibility.  The desires 

of the flesh--and by that I mean not only 

sinful desires, but even the ordinary, nor-

mal appetites for comfort and ease and 

human respect are fruitful sources of 

every kind of error, and because we have 

these yearnings in us, our intellects pre-

sent to us everything distorted and accom-

modated to the norms of our desire.”
