Their Joy Can Be Yours

Not too long ago a magazine conducted a survey asking Americans what
their three goals in life were. The magazine came up with the following
three goals: an interesting and challenging career, a life that had an abun-
dance of love and appreciation, and a joyful and happy life.

I'm sure that the editor of the magazine never dreamed of putting down
sainthood as a career that perfectly fulfills all three of those desires. But
how many of us are really convinced that only a saint really lives, really
loves and is full of joy.

Take joy, for example. Everyone wants a heart that is joyful. Joy is to
the human spirit what oxygen is to the human body. Without the oxygen
that fresh air feeds into our bloodstream through the lungs, we would soon
die. Without real joy in our lives, the zest is taken out of life, and the soul
loses its ambition for the quest of God.

Did you ever stop to add up the time and the money you spend just trying
to cheer up your life? Think of the hours spent before a television screen or
listening to the radio. Add the afternoons spent on the beach or at a ball
game, or the evenings at the movies or bowling alleys. Americans spend
billions of dollars and millions of hours every year just trying to be joyful.

I wonder how many would consider holiness a source of joy. Most seem
to think that the search for sainthood is very depressing and tiresome. A
good Christian to them is a "kill-joy" who is so afraid of sin and never has
any fun, and a saint is a person who is the saddest of "sacks" who thinks that
fun and joy are nasty words.

Nothing could be further from the truth. The saint is the most joyful of
God's creatures. What is joy but the echo of God's life in us, and who ech-
oes that life more perfectly than the saints? They experienced the meaning
of our Lord's words, "Your hearts shall rejoice and your joy no man shall
take from you." Not even martyrdom could steal away their joy!

Everyone knows the romantic pursuit of what Saint Francis of Assisi
called "Lady Poverty". No knight ever pursued his lady with more ardor
and greater sacrifice than did Francis. Yet, even more than the art of being
poor, Francis stated that his chief study was to be joyful at all times. On his
deathbed, this joyful saint left his followers his spirit of joy and commanded
them to leave sadness to the devil!

Let us never accuse the saints of sadness. Sadness is the daughter of this
world and the companion of the sinner. Sadness is never at home in the
saints because joy is the keynote of their lives. No one lives so fully, loves
so tenderly and laughs so heartily as a saint.

So this coming new year let us all remember that there is only one real
tragedy in life and that is to fail to become a saint! That is to fail to experi-
ence the love Christ has for us and the joy of the saints in our own lives.

January 1, 2012 - Solemnity of Mary, The Holy Mother of God

January 1 is New Year’s Day to most of the wotld, but in the
Catholic Church it is also the solemnity of the Blessed Vit-
gin Mary, Mother of God. This is a relatively new title for
the day. Older Catholics will remember that we used to call
January 1 the feast of the Circumcision.

Circumcision may not seem like much to have a feast
about. But the day commemorated an event in the life of
Jesus, just as we have days for his conception, birth, presen-
tation in the temple, baptism, transfiguration, death and res-
urrection. Luke specifically mentions the circumcision of
Jesus (2:21). It took place, according to the custom, on the
eighth day after his birth. That is why the feast commemo-
rating the event fell on the eighth day of Christmas, It just
happened to be New Year’s Day. The same passage from
Luke says Jesus then received his name.

That is why the old calendar celebrated the Most Holy
Name of Jesus on the Sunday between the feasts of the Cir-
cumcision and the Epiphany. If no Sunday intervened, the
feast occurred on January 2. Itis now an optional memorial
on January 3.

In present times the Gospel passage for January 1 stll
refers to the circumcision, but the new title for the feast
seems to have another verse in mind, Luke 2:19. There we
hear that Mary treasured all the things that happened and
the words that were said and pondered them in her heart.
On the octave day of the birth of Jesus, we celebrate Mary,
who bore him.

On January 1 we are also expected to pray for world
peace. In the United States, this day is a holy day of obliga-
tion unless it falls on a Monday ot a Saturday.

Question: How are the feast of the baptism of
Jesus and the account of the wedding feast of
Cana related to the Epiphany celebration?

Answer: The Epiphany season focuses on re-
vealing Jesus to the world. Following the
Christmas celebration, the liturgical year lays
out a series of manifestations in which Jesus is
made publicly known. From its very beginning,
the Christian community highlighted three
events in the life of Jesus. These are the Epiph-
any, the Baptism of the Lord, and the wedding
feast at Cana.

The Epiphany discloses Jesus to the world of
the Gentiles, represented by the Magi from the
East. The accounts of Jesus' baptism reveal his
identity and mission, along with exposing him
to those to whom he was sent to minister. The
miracle of turning water to wine at Cana,
unique to John's Gospel, is the first public sign
Jesus performs, thus manifesting his identity
and his powers.

Today in the Roman Church, these are usually
celebrated on three successive Sundays: Epiph-
any, the Baptism of the Lord, which is usually
the next Sunday, and the wedding feast of
Cana, which is only proclaimed on the Second
Sunday of Ordinary Time in Year C.

These feasts connect around the concept of
epiphany, public manifestation of Jesus to the
world. They help us get to know more inti-
mately who Jesus is. Spend some time delving
more deeply into your understanding of who
Jesus is and continue to cultivate "epiphany"”
moments.

Stewardship Reflection

It is interesting that
today, a day on
which we celebrate
the feast of Mary,
the Mother of God,
we hear very little
about Mary in the
readings.

Mary plays a vital
role in Salvation
History, and today
we celebrate a key
part of that role.
But when we re-
flect on what it means for Mary to be the
Mother of God, when we ponder her impor-
tance in the life of the Church, she brings us
back to her Son, the focal point of today’s read-
ings, the focal point of Salvation History, the
focal point of the Church’s life.

Indeed, all of the Church’s doctrines pertaining
to Mary, while they speak of Marian truths,
actually emphasize a truth about Christ and
bring us into a deeper understanding of who
Christ is, and, we can be sure, that’s how Mary
would want it to be. After all, when the angel
declared to Mary that she would conceive the
Lord and she gave him her “yes,” she surren-
dered her will to the Father. She gave Him her
life and became the first disciple — the first
steward — living her life in complete selfless
service for the Lord.

Her title, “Mother of God,” speaks of a pro-
found truth about her Son. It tells us that, from
the moment of His conception, Jesus Christ was
fully God and fully man. It is a mystery and one
we must believe as Catholics. And, today, as we
honor Mary for her role in our salvation, we are
called to ponder this mystery, to come to a
deeper understanding of the reality of the incar-
nation.

We are also called as stewards to follow in
Mary’s footsteps. She is the first disciple. And,
as Christ’s disciple, she has given herself in
service to Him. May we all follow suit. Like
hers, may our lives be ones that proclaim Christ
to others. Through what we say and do, through
the sharing of our time, talent, and treasure,
may we bring others closer to Christ, just as
Mary does.
