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The Month of June is dedicated to the Sacred Heart. The Church
celebrates the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on the Fri-
day following the second Sunday after Pentecost. In addition to
the liturgical celebration, many devotional exercises are con-
nected with the Sacred Heart of Jesus. Of all devotions, devotion
to the Sacred Heart was, and remains, one of the
most widespread and popular in the Church.

Understood in the light of the Scriptures, the
term "Sacred Heart of Jesus" denotes the entire
mystery of Christ, the totality of his being, and
his person considered in its most intimate essen-
tial: Son of God, uncreated wisdom; infinite
charity, principal of the salvation and sanctifica-
tion of mankind. The "Sacred Heart" is Christ,
the Word Incarnate, Saviour, intrinsically con-
taining, in the Spirit, an infinite divine-human
love for the Father and for his brothers.

The Popes on Devotion to the Sacred Heart
The feast of the Sacred Heart was approved for specified dioceses
by Clement XIII in 1765, and extended to the whole Church by
Pius IX in 1856. In 1889 Pope Leo XIII elevated it to the rank of
first class, and through an encyclical letter in 1899 dedicated the
whole Catholic world to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.

Devotion to the Sacred Heart was also an essential component of
Pope John Paul II's hopes for the "new evangelization" called for
by the Church.

"For evangelization today," he said, "the Heart of Christ must be
recognized as the heart of the Church: It is He who calls us to
conversion, to reconciliation. It is He who leads pure hearts and
those hungering for justice along the way of the Beatitudes. It is
He who achieves the warm communion of the members of the
one Body. It is He who enables us to adhere to the Good News
and to accept the promise of eternal life. It is He who sends us out
on mission. The heart-to-heart with Jesus broadens the human
heart on a global scale."

" sense, devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus is a cul-
¥ tic form of the prophetic and evangelic gaze of all

- Christians on him who was pierced (cf. John 19, 37;
Zac 12, 10), the gaze of all Christians on the side of
Christ, transfixed by a lance, and from which flowed
blood and water (cf. John 19, 34), symbols of the "wondrous sac-
rament of the Church" (St. Augustine).

The Gospel of St. John recounts the showing of the Lord's hands
and his side to the disciples (cf. John 20,20), and of his invitation
to Thomas to put his hand into his side (cf. John 20, 27). This
event has also had a notable influence on the origin and develop-
ment of the Church's devotion to the Sacred Heart.

These and other texts present Christ as the paschal Lamb, victori-
ous and slain (cf. Apoc 5,6). They were objects of much reflection
by the Fathers who unveiled their doctrinal richness. They invited
the faithful to penetrate the mysteries of Christ by contemplating
the wound opened in his side. Augustine writes: "Access is possi-
ble: Christ is the door. It was opened for you when his side was
opened by the lance. Remember what flowed out from his side:
Directory on thus, choose where you want to enter Christ. From
the side of Christ as he hung dying upon the Cross there flowed
out blood and water, when it was pierced by a lance. Your purifi-
cation is in that water, your redemption is in that blood".

STEWARDSHIP REFLECTION

As we enter back into Ordinary
Time, our readings today remind us
that heaven is our true home and that
we cannot make it there without
God’s assistance.

In our First Reading, the prophet
Ezekiel foretells the coming of the
Kingdom of God. We can see that Jesus is the cedar
that will become refuge for all people. He will humble
the proud, lift up the lowly and produce good fruit in
the weakened. It is God who does the wondrous
works.

We often go through life wanting to be in control. We
try to solve all our problems, as we think, "I can do it
myself." We cling to our own ideas by putting certain
events, future plans or even day-to-day moments into a
perfect little box, "This is the way I want it."

Imagine what life would be like if we surrendered a
little more.

Reading. We need Him. All we need to do is surren-
der. To help us on this journey of total surrender, try
starting each day with a prayer of surrender, “Lord, |
give You this day and all that You have in store for
me, my family and friends.” With the guidance of the
Lord, surely we will make it home to heaven.
