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Pastor’s Notes

Sacrosanctum Concilium, The Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, Vatican II, Series Part 17

D) Norms for adapting the Liturgy to the culture and
traditions of peoples

37. Even in the liturgy, the Church has no wish to im-
pose a rigid uniformity in matters which do not impli-
cate the faith or the good of the whole community;
rather does she respect and foster the genius and tal-
ents of the various races and peoples. Anything in
these peoples' way of life which is not indissolubly
bound up with superstition and error she studies with
sympathy and, if possible, preserves intact. Sometimes
in fact she admits such things into the liturgy itself, so
long as they harmonize with its true and authentic
spirit.

38. Provisions shall also be made, when revising the
liturgical books, for legitimate variations and adapta-
tions to different groups, regions, and peoples, espe-
cially in mission lands, provided that the substantial
unity of the Roman rite is preserved; and this should
be borne in mind when drawing up the rites and devis-
ing rubrics.

39. Within the limits set by the typical editions of the
liturgical books, it shall be for the competent territorial
ecclesiastical authority mentioned in Art. 22, 2, to
specify adaptations, especially in the case of the ad-
ministration of the sacraments, the sacramentals, pro-
cessions, liturgical language, sacred music, and the
arts, but according to the fundamental norms laid down
in this Constitution.

40. In some places and circumstances, however, an
even more radical adaptation of the liturgy is needed,
and this entails greater difficulties. Wherefore:

1. The competent territorial ecclesiastical authority
mentioned in Art. 22, 2, must, in this matter, care-
fully and prudently consider which elements from
the traditions and culture of individual peoples
might appropriately be admitted into divine wor-
ship. Adaptations which are judged to be useful or
necessary should then be submitted to the Apos-
tolic See, by whose consent they may be intro-
duced.

2. To ensure that adaptations may be made with all
the circumspection which they demand, the Apos-
tolic See will grant power to this same territorial

ecclesiastical authority to permit and to direct, as
the case requires, the necessary preliminary experi-
ments over a determined period of time among cer-
tain groups suited for the purpose.

3. Because liturgical laws often involve special diffi-
culties with respect to adaptation, particularly in
mission lands, men who are experts in these mat-
ters must be employed to formulate them.

The word ‘catholic’ means universal. The Catholic
Church is meant to go to all the ends of the earth in
order to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ. When
introducing cultures to the faith of Jesus Christ it is
necessary to learn the culture and insert the Gospel
into that culture in order to redeem the certain parts
that can be redeemed. This must be done with very
special care so that the potency of the Gospel is not
lost or weakened. It is up to competent authorities, as
it says many times, to discern the proper introduction
of some cultural themes into the liturgy in certain
parts of the world. This way the Gospel can reach all
parts of the world.

We can look at the saints who travelled to different
nations to bring the Gospel, especially the apostles
who gave their life bringing the Gospel to the people
they were called to evangelize. I read the stories of
St. Francis Xavier who travelled to Asia and baptized
thousands. The Gospel is meant for all people. May
we have the courage of the saints to be martyrs in our
day and age when the faith is continually trampled
upon.

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QUESTION & ANSWER

“Rosaries as Decorations”

Question: I’ve seen people hang rosaries over the rear-
view mirrors in their cars and a few of them wear them
around their necks. Is it OK to do that?

Answer: The practice of hanging a rosary or a reli-
gious medal off of the rearview mirror of one’s car is a
fairly popular custom across many cultures. While
there is no particular rule approving or condemning
this practice, we should also be mindful of the respect
and reverence due to religious objects and devotional
items (i.e. sacramentals).

An important point to consider would be the reason
why one chooses to place a rosary or religious medal
in our cars. Is it a reminder of the protection and inter-
cession of Mary and the saints? Does it encourage us
to be mindful of God’s presence, even in such a mun-
dane task as driving? Is it an outward expression of our
more private devotions?

One advantage of having a rosary or religious medal in
our cars is that it can also serve as a reminder to pray
when we travel, asking for protection for ourselves and
for other motorists or commuters. Certainly, invoking
the protection and prayers of the saints is a wonderful
practice for families, helping to reinforce our belief in
the communion of saints and the care and concern we
