Pastor’s Notes

Sacrosanctum Concilium, The Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, Vatican II, Series Part 18

E) Promotion of Liturgical Life in Diocese and Parish

41. The bishop is to be considered as the high priest of his flock,
from whom the life in Christ of his faithful is in some way de-
rived and dependent.

Therefore all should hold in great esteem the liturgical life of the
diocese centered around the bishop, especially in his cathedral
church; they must be convinced that the pre-eminent manifesta-
tion of the Church consists in the full active participation of all
God's holy people in these liturgical celebrations, especially in the
same eucharist, in a single prayer, at one altar, at which there pre-
sides the bishop surrounded by his college of priests and by his
ministers [35].

42. But because it is impossible for the bishop always and every-
where to preside over the whole flock in his Church, he cannot do
other than establish lesser groupings of the faithful. Among these
the parishes, set up locally under a pastor who takes the place of
the bishop, are the most important: for in some manner they rep-
resent the visible Church constituted throughout the world.

And therefore the liturgical life of the parish and its relationship
to the bishop must be fostered theoretically and practically among
the faithful and clergy; efforts also must be made to encourage a
sense of community within the parish, above all in the common
celebration of the Sunday Mass.

F) The Promotion of Pastoral-Liturgical Action

43. Zeal for the promotion and restoration of the liturgy is rightly
held to be a sign of the providential dispositions of God in our
time, as a movement of the Holy Spirit in His Church. It is today
a distinguishing mark of the Church's life, indeed of the whole
tenor of contemporary religious thought and action.

So that this pastoral-liturgical action may become even more vig-
orous in the Church, the sacred Council decrees:

44. 1t is desirable that the competent territorial ecclesiastical au-
thority mentioned in Art. 22, 2, set up a liturgical commission, to
be assisted by experts in liturgical science, sacred music, art and
pastoral practice. So far as possible the commission should be
aided by some kind of Institute for Pastoral Liturgy, consisting of
persons who are eminent in these matters, and including laymen
as circumstances suggest. Under the direction of the above-
mentioned territorial ecclesiastical authority the commission is to
regulate pastoral-liturgical action throughout the territory, and to
promote studies and necessary experiments whenever there is
question of adaptations to be proposed to the Apostolic See.

45. For the same reason every diocese is to have a commission on
the sacred liturgy under the direction of the bishop, for promoting
the liturgical apostolate.

Sometimes it may be expedient that several dioceses should form
between them one single commission which will be able to pro-
mote the liturgy by common consultation.

46. Besides the commission on the sacred liturgy, every diocese,
as far as possible, should have commissions for sacred music and
sacred art.

These three commissions must work in closest collaboration; in-
deed it will often be best to fuse the three of them into one single
commission.

It is important for us to remember that the Bishop is the descen-
dant to the Apostles who governs the territory he has been as-
signed. The bishop teaches, sanctifies, and governs this terri-
tory and has authority to make decisions for the salvation of the
people in the diocese. It is necessary for us to give due respect
and honor to the bishop as the head of the diocese and the suc-
cessor to the apostles that has this authority overs us.

It is the bishops duty to ensure the liturgy is celebrated in the
manner the Church intends for it to be celebrated. The Cathe-
dral is the mother church of the diocese and ought to be the
model of liturgy for the whole of the diocese. A bishop is still
governed by the traditions handed down through the centuries
in the teaching authority of the Church in which he is a member
and head of this local territory.

Since dioceses are large and the bishop cannot be the only one
celebrating Mass for the flock, pastors of parishes are installed
by the bishop to share in his ministry. Each local parish is a
representative of the bishop and can only function as the bishop
allows it to function. This is the beauty of the hierarchy of the
Church.

QUESTION & ANSWER

“Why Are There Liturgical Cycles?”

Question: Why Does the Church Have Different Litur-
gical Cycles?

Answer: While most Catholics know that the Church
Year is divided into various seasons (e.g. Advent,
Christmas, Ordinary Time, etc.), many are unaware
that the one Church Year is not like the one that fol-
lows. While the main seasons and feasts are the same
from year to year, the 3-year cycle for Sundays and the
2-year cycle for weekdays means that, as a general
rule, the readings in the Lectionary that we hear at
Mass will change from year to year, helping us to have
a richer encounter with Sacred Scripture. Each new
cycle begins with the beginning of the liturgical year,
the First Sunday of Advent.

The reasoning behind this innovation is outlined in
Sacrosanctum Concilium, the “Dogmatic Constitution
on the Sacred Liturgy” of the Second Vatican Council:
“The treasures of the bible are to be opened up more
lavishly, so that richer fare may be provided for the
faithful at the table of God's word. In this way a more
representative portion of the holy scriptures will be
read to the people in the course of a prescribed number
of years” (no. 51). This was fully achieved in 1969
when the new cycles of readings were approved by
Pope Saint Paul VI. To learn more about the Liturgy of

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GOSPEL REFLECTION

29th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Nobody enjoys paying taxes. Despite our displeasure
in being forced to do so, we also realize that the mon-
ies generated from taxes allows governments to pro-
vide essential services for its people. Corruption really
gets our goat, however. When we witness malfeasance,
overspending, irresponsibility, and dishonesty in gov-
ernmental spending, the grave injustices make an al-
ready unpleasant and arduous task even more difficult.
The inappropriate distribution and use of hard-earned
monies can leave a person quite angry and discon-
nected. It’s bad enough the government wants some-
thing from me, now God does, too?

God is not concerned necessarily with our money, al-
though its proper use does factor into our faith life. As
the payment of secular taxes speaks of our allegiance
to the government, our return to God speaks of our al-
legiance to God. All of creation, even the entire uni-
verse, is fashioned in the image and likeness of God.
What speaks to God and has meaning and relevance to
him? All of creation and indeed our very selves! God
delights in us and when we present ourselves back to
him, he delights even more! As the payment of secular
taxes is designed to secure the equitable distribution of
goods and services to all people, so is our return of
ourselves to God in gratitude meant to advance God’s
kingdom here on earth.

When our exclusive and sincere allegiance is given to
God, God can use us to set things right and straight
again. The wounds of sin distort our relationship and
disorder our world. By giving ourselves and all of
creation back to God in gratitude, we acknowledge the
proper Creator and Author of life for who He is and
devote our labors exclusively to God’s kingdom and
the justice, peace, or order God envisions. In giving
back to God all that belongs to God, we set the axis of
our lives correctly and put our priorities in proper or-
der. All of our relationships, especially with God, our
brothers and sisters, and all of creation are perceived
more clearly as they really are. Using, accumulating,
wasting, exploiting, hording, and self-preservation are
no longer necessary.
